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The host organisation is responsible
for establishing the LINk and will look
at how these functions will work in
practice in consultation with
commissioners and providers. Other
things that the LINk must consider
are:

• how it will decide if it should take
on an issue that is brought to its
attention;

• how it will log issues that are
brought to its attention; and

• how it will raise these issues with
providers and commissioners.

LINks will be expected to produce an
annual report outlining its activity
throughout the year and the host will
need to provide accounts as to how
it has allocated resources.
